Fabric and Supplies Needed

Fabric amounts based on yardage that is 42" wide.

Notes Before You Begin

- Read through all of the instructions before beginning.

- All of the seam allowances are 1/4” unless otherwise noted.
- Press seam allowances open unless otherwise noted.

- Width of fabric (WOF) is equal to at least 42" wide.

- Right sides together has been abbreviated to RST.

- Remember to measure twice and cut oncel

Cutting Instructions
Divide the Roll Up strips into three color groupings: reds, greens and creams.

From the Cream strips, subcut:
a total of fifty-nine 2-1/2" squares from a variety of the cream prints

The red and green strips will be cut during the Assembly process.

From Fabric A, cut:
nine 1-1/2" x WOF strips. Sew together, end-to-end, then trim:
eight 1-1/2" x 14-1/2" top/bottom inner borders for the Placemats
eight 1-1/2" x 16-1/2" side inner borders for the Placemats
two 1-1/2" x 16-1/2" side inner borders for the Runner
two 1-1/2" x 62-1/2" top/bottom inner borders for the Runner
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From Fabric B, cut:
twelve 3-1/2" x WOF strips. Sew together, end-to-end, then frim:
eight 3-1/2" x 16-1/2" top/bottom outer borders for the Placemats
eight 3-1/2" x 22-1/2" side outer borders for the Placemats
two 3-1/2" x 22-1/2" side outer borders for the Runner
two 3-1/2" x 64-1/2" top/bottom outer borders for the Runner

From the Binding Fabric, cut:
seventeen 2-1/2" x WOF strips - three per Placemat and five for the Table Runner
Assemble the Placemarts

Step 1: Cut red and green strips in the lengths shown. Use print of your choosing or match the
diagram exactly.
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Step 2: Using the pieces cut in Step 1, and seven Cream squares arrange seven columns o
form the center of the Placemat.

Step 3: Sew the units together to form columns, pressing the seams away from the
Cream squares.
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Step 4: Sew the columns together to form the Placemat center, pressing the seams to one
side. The unit should measure 14-1/2" square.

Step 5: Sew the top and botftom inner borders to the center. Press foward the borders. Sew
the side inner borders to the sides of the center. Press foward the borders.

Step 6: Sew the top and bottom outer borders to the center. Press toward the borders. Sew
the side outer borders to the sides of the center. Press foward the borders.

The unit should measure 22-1/2" square. Repeat to make four Placemat tops, using a variety
of reds and greens in the appropriate places.

Assemble the Table Runner

Step 7: As in the Placemat Assembly, cut red and green strips in the lengths shown. Use prints
of your choosing or match the diagram exactly.
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Step 8: Using the pieces cut in Step 7, and thirty-one Cream squares arrange thirty-one
columns to form the center of the Table Runner.
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Step 9: Sew the units together to form columns, pressing the seams away from the
Cream squares.

Step 10: Sew the columns together to form the Table Runner center, pressing the seams to
one side. The unit should measure 16-1/2" x 62-1/2".

Step 11: Sew the top and boftom inner borders to the center. Press toward the borders. Sew
the side inner borders to the sides of the center. Press toward the borders.

Step 12: Sew the top and bottom outer borders to the quilt center. Press toward the borders.
Sew the side outer borders to the sides of the quilt center. Press toward the borders.

The Table Runner top should measure 22-1/2" x 70-1/2".

Your Placemat and Table Runner tops is complete! Baste, quilt, bind and enjoy!
